Legislation (or "statutory law") is law which has been promulgated (or “enacted") by
a legislature or other governing body, or the process of making it. (Another source of law is
judge-made law or case law.) Before an item of legislation becomes law it may be known as
a bill, and may be broadly referred to as "legislation™ while it remains under consideration to
distinguish it from other business. Legislation can have many purposes: to regulate, to authorize,
to proscribe, to provide (funds), to sanction, to grant, to declare or to restrict.

Under the Westminster system, an item of primary legislation is known as an Act of
Parliament after enactment.

Legislation is usually proposed by a member of the legislature (e.g. a member of Congress or
Parliament), or by the executive, whereupon it is debated by members of the legislature and is
often amended before passage. Most large legislatures enact only a small fraction of the bills
proposed in a given session.!! Whether a given bill will be proposed and enter into force is
generally a matter of the legislative priorities of government.

Legislation is regarded as one of the three main functions of government, which are often
distinguished under the doctrine of the separation of powers. Those who have the formal power
to create legislation are known as legislators; a judicial branch of government will have the
formal power to interpret legislation (see statutory interpretation); the executive branch of
government can act only within the powers and limits set by the law

Lady Justice is the symbol of the judiciary. Justice is depicted as a goddess equipped with three
symbols of the rule of law: a sword symbolising the court's coercive power; scales representing
an objective standard by which competing claims are weighed; and a blindfold indicating that
justice is (or should be) meted out objectively, without fear or favor, regardless of identity,
money, power, or weakness.

Law is a system of rules and guidelines which are enforced through social institutions to govern
behavior, wherever possible. It shapes politics, economics and society in numerous ways and
serves as a social mediator of relations between people. Contract law regulates everything from
buying a bus ticket to trading on derivatives markets. Property law defines rights and obligations
related to the transfer and title of personal and real property. Trust law applies to assets held for
investment and financial security, while tort law allows claims for compensation if a person's
rights or property are harmed. If the harm is criminalised in legislation, criminal law offers
means by which the state can prosecute the perpetrator. Constitutional law provides a framework
for the creation of law, the protection of human rightsand the election of political
representatives. Administrative law is used to review the decisions of government agencies,
while international law governs affairs between sovereign states in activities ranging
fromtrade to  environmental regulation or military action. Writing in 350 BC,
the Greek philosopher Aristotle declared, "The rule of lawis better than the rule of any
individual."

Legal systems elaborate rights and responsibilities in a variety of ways. A general distinction can
be made between civil law jurisdictions, which codify their laws, and common law systems,
where judge-made law is not consolidated. In some countries, religion informs the law. Law
provides a rich source of scholarly inquiry, into legal history, philosophy, economic
analysis or sociology. Law also raises important and complex issues concerning equality,
fairness and justice. "In its majestic equality”, said the writer Anatole France in 1894, "the law
forbids rich and poor alike to sleep under bridges, beg in the streets and steal loaves of
bread."l" In a typical democracy, the central institutions for interpreting and creating law are the
three main branches of government, namely an impartial judiciary, a democratic legislature, and
an accountable executive. Law distinguish itself from policy as laws are the standard rules and
regulations that are compulsory Policies are objectives that an organization or a government sets
for itself. To implement and enforce the law and provide services to the public, a government's
bureaucracy, the military and police are vital. While all these organs of the state are creatures
created and bound by law, an independent legal profession and a vibrant civil society inform and
support their progress.

International law

Providing a constitution for public international law, the United Nations system was agreed
during World War II.

International law can refer to three things: public international law, private international law or
conflict of laws and the law of supranational organisations.

Public international law concerns relationships between sovereign nations. The sources
for public international law development are custom, practice and treaties between sovereign
nations, such as the Geneva Conventions. Public international law can be formed by international
organisations, such as the United Nations (which was established after the failure of the League
of Nations to prevent the Second World War), the International Labour Organisation, the World
Trade Organisation, or the International Monetary Fund. Public international law has a special
status as law because there is no international police force, and courts (e.g. the International
Court of Justice as the primary UN judicial organ) lack the capacity to penalise disobedience.
However, a few bodies, such as the WTO, have effective systems of binding arbitration and
dispute resolution backed up by trade sanctions

Conflict of laws (or "private international law™ in civil law countries) concerns which
jurisdiction a legal dispute between private parties should be heard in and which jurisdiction’s
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law should be applied. Today, businesses are increasingly capable of shifting capital and labour
supply chains across borders, as well as trading with overseas businesses, making the question of
which country has jurisdiction even more pressing. Increasing numbers of businesses opt for
commercial arbitration under the New York Convention 1958.

European Union law is the first and, so far, only example of a supranational legal
framework. Given the trend of increasing global economic integration, many regional
agreements—especially the Union of South American Nations—are on track to follow the same
model. In the EU, sovereign nations have gathered their authority in a system of courts and
political institutions. These institutions are allowed the ability to enforce legal norms both
against or for member states and citizens in a manner which is not possible through public
international law. As the European Court of Justice said in the 1960s, European Union law
constitutes "a new legal order of international law" for the mutual social and economic benefit of
the member states.

Constitutional and administrative law

The French Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen, whose principles still
have constitutional value

Constitutional and administrative law govern the affairs of the state. Constitutional law
concerns both the relationships between the executive, legislature and judiciary and the human
rights or civil liberties of individuals against the state. Most jurisdictions, like the United States
and France, have a single codified constitution with a bill of rights. A few, like the United
Kingdom, have no such document. A "constitution" is simply those laws which constitute the
body politic, from statute, case law and convention. A case named Entick v Carrington illustrates
a constitutional principle deriving from the common law. Mr Entick's house was searched and
ransacked by Sheriff Carrington. When Mr Entick complained in court, Sheriff Carrington
argued that a warrant from a Government minister, the Earl of Halifax, was valid authority.
However, there was no written statutory provision or court authority.

The great end, for which men entered into society, was to secure their property. That
right is preserved sacred and incommunicable in all instances, where it has not been taken away
or abridged by some public law for the good of the whole ... If no excuse can be found or
produced, the silence of the books is an authority against the defendant, and the plaintiff must
have judgment.

The fundamental constitutional principle, inspired by John Locke, holds that the
individual can do anything but that which is forbidden by law, and the state may do nothing but
that which is authorised by law. Administrative law is the chief method for people to hold state
bodies to account. People can apply for judicial review of actions or decisions by local councils,
public services or government ministries, to ensure that they comply with the law. The first
specialist administrative court was the Conseil d'Etat set up in 1799, as Napoleon assumed power
in France.

Criminal law
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Criminal law, also known as penal law, pertains to crimes and punishment. It thus
regulates the definition of and penalties for offences found to have a sufficiently deleterious
social impact but, in itself, makes no moral judgment on an offender nor imposes restrictions on
society that physically prevents people from committing a crime in the first place. Investigating,
apprehending, charging, and trying suspected offenders is regulated by the law of criminal
procedure. The paradigm case of a crime lies in the proof, beyond reasonable doubt, that a
person is guilty of two things. First, the accused must commit an act which is deemed by society
to be criminal, or actus reus(guilty act). Second, the accused must have the requisite malicious
intent to do a criminal act, or mens rea (guilty mind). However for so called "strict liability"
crimes, an actus reus is enough. Criminal systems of the civil law tradition distinguish between
intention in the broad sense (dolus directus and dolus eventualis), and negligence. Negligence
does not carry criminal responsibility unless a particular crime provides for its punishment.

Criminal law

Examples of crimes include murder, assault, fraud and theft. In exceptional circumstances
defences can apply to specific acts, such as killing in self defence, or pleading insanity. Another
example is in the 19th century English case of R v Dudley and Stephens, which tested a defence
of "necessity". The Mignonette, sailing from Southampton to Sydney, sank. Three crew members
and Richard Parker, a 17 year old cabin boy, were stranded on a raft. They were starving and the
cabin boy was close to death. Driven to extreme hunger, the crew killed and ate the cabin boy.
The crew survived and were rescued, but put on trial for murder. They argued it was necessary to
kill the cabin boy to preserve their own lives. Lord Coleridge, expressing immense disapproval,
ruled, "to preserve one's life is generally speaking a duty, but it may be the plainest and the
highest duty to sacrifice it." The men were sentenced to hang, but public opinion was
overwhelmingly supportive of the crew's right to preserve their own lives. In the end, the Crown
commuted their sentences to six months in jail.

Criminal law offences are viewed as offences against not just individual victims, but the
community as well. The state, usually with the help of police, takes the lead in prosecution,
which is why in common law countries cases are cited as "The People v ..." or "R (for Rex or
Regina) v ..." Also, lay juries are often used to determine the guilt of defendants on points of
fact: juries cannot change legal rules. Some developed countries still condone capital punishment
for criminal activity, but the normal punishment for a crime will be imprisonment, fines, state
supervision (such as probation), or community service. Modern criminal law has been affected
considerably by the social sciences, especially with respect to sentencing, legal research,
legislation, and rehabilitation. On the international field, 111 countries are members of the
International Criminal Court, which was established to try people for crimes against humanity.

Contract law

The famous Carbolic Smoke Ball advertisement to cure influenza was held to be
a unilateral contract.
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Contract law concerns enforceable promises, and can be summed up in the Latin
phrase pacta sunt servanda (agreements must be kept).2Y In common law jurisdictions, three
key elements to the creation of a contract are necessary: offer and acceptance, consideration and
the intention to create legal relations. In Carlill v Carbolic Smoke Ball Company a medical firm
advertised that its new wonder drug, the smokeball, would cure people's flu, and if it did not, the
buyers would get£100. Many people sued for their £100 when the drug did not work.
Fearing bankruptcy, Carbolic argued the advert was not to be taken as a serious, legally binding
offer. It was an invitation to treat, mere puff, a gimmick. But the court of appeal held that to
a reasonable man Carbolic had made a serious offer. People had given good consideration for it
by going to the "distinct inconvenience" of using a faulty product. "Read the advertisement how
you will, and twist it about as you will", said Lord Justice Lindley, "here is a distinct promise
expressed in language which is perfectly unmistakable".

"Consideration™ indicates the fact that all parties to a contract have exchanged something
of value. Some common law systems, including Australia, are moving away from the idea of
consideration as a requirement. The idea of estoppel or culpa in contrahendo, can be used to
create obligations during pre-contractual negotiations. In civil law jurisdictions, consideration is
not required for a contract to be binding. In France, an ordinary contract is said to form simply
on the basis of a "meeting of the minds" or a "concurrence of wills". Germany has a special
approach to contracts, which ties into property law. Their ‘abstraction principle'
(Abstraktionsprinzip) means that the personal obligation of contract forms separately from the
title of property being conferred. When contracts are invalidated for some reason (e.g. a car
buyer is so drunk that he lacks legal capacity to contract) the contractual obligation to pay can
be invalidated separately from the proprietary title of the car. Unjust enrichment law, rather than
contract law, is then used to restore title to the rightful owner.

Property law

A painting of the South Sea Bubble, one of the world's first ever speculations and crashes,
led to strict regulation on share trading.

Property law governs valuable things that people call 'theirs'. Real property, sometimes
called 'real estate' refers to ownership of land and things attached to it. Personal property, refers
to everything else; movable objects, such as computers, cars, jewelry, and sandwiches, or
intangible rights, such as stocks and shares. A right in rem is a right to a specific piece of
property, contrasting to a right in personam which allows compensation for a loss, but not a
particular thing back. Land law forms the basis for most kinds of property law, and is the most
complex. It concerns mortgages, rental agreements, licences, covenants, easements and the
statutory systems for land registration. Regulations on the use of personal property fall under
intellectual property, company law, trusts and commercial law.

An example of a basic case of most property law is Armory v Delamirie. A chimney
sweep's boy found a jewel encrusted with precious stones. He took it to a goldsmith to have it
valued. The goldsmith's apprentice looked at it, sneakily removed the stones, told the boy it was
worth three halfpence and that he would buy it. The boy said he would prefer the jewel back, so
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the apprentice gave it to him, but without the stones. The boy sued the goldsmith for his
apprentice’s attempt to cheat him. Lord Chief Justice Pratt ruled that even though the boy could
not be said to own the jewel, he should be considered the rightful keeper (“finders keeper") until
the original owner is found. In fact the apprentice and the boy both had a right of possession in
the jewel (a technical concept, meaning evidence that something could belong to someone), but
the boy's possessory interest was considered better, because it could be shown to be first in time.
Possession may be nine tenths of the law, but not all.

This case is used to support the view of property in common law jurisdictions, that the
person who can show the best claim to a piece of property, against any contesting party, is the
owner. By contrast, the classic civil law approach to property, propounded by Friedrich Carl von
Savigny, is that it is a right good against the world. Obligations, like contracts and torts are
conceptualised as rights good between individuals. The idea of property raises many further
philosophical and political issues. Locke argued that our "lives, liberties and estates™ are our
property because we own our bodies and mix our labour with our surroundings.

Law and regulation

tougher banking regulation was introduced

= Tax law involves regulations that concern value added tax, corporate tax, income tax.

Judiciary

The judges of the International Court of Justice in the Hague.

A judiciary is a number of judges mediating disputes to determine outcome. Most countries
have systems of appeal courts, answering up to a supreme legal authority. In most parts of the
European Union, some matters may be appealed to a transnational court.

Some countries allow judicial authorities to overrule legislation they determine to be
unconstitutional. For example, in Brown v. Board of Education, the United States Supreme Court
nullified many state statutes that had established racially segregated schools, finding such
statutes to be incompatible with the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution.

A judiciary is theoretically bound by the constitution, just as all other government bodies
are. In most countries judges may only interpret the constitution and all other laws. But in
common law countries, where matters are not constitutional, the judiciary may also create law
under the doctrine of precedent. Other countries, such as Finland and New Zealand, assert the
ideal of parliamentary sovereignty, whereby the unelected judiciary may not overturn law passed
by a democratic legislature.

In communist states, such as China, the courts are often regarded as parts of the executive,
or subservient to the legislature; governmental institutions and actors exert thus various forms of

influence on the judiciary. In some Muslim countries, courts often examine whether state laws
adhere to the Sharia.

US government

The USA is a presidential republic. The legislative branch of the US Government, or the
Congress, represents all of the American states.

It consists of two parts: the House of Representatives and the Senate. Each state has two
senators, who are elected every 6 years.

The Sovereign has very few functions that
really matter, such as the functions of the arbiter of last resort (apoutp mocienHeit HHCTaHIIUK) in
some matters.

The main purpose of the House of Commons is to make laws of the land by passing
various Acts (of Parliament), as well as to discuss current political issues. The House sits for five
days each week.

All speeches in the House of Commons are addressed to the Speaker who is elected at the
beginning of each new Parliament to preside over the House and enforce the rules of order.

Civil and Criminal Law

The distinction between civil and criminal law is the most important division in law. The
difference existing between civil and criminal law affects how the case is started, who starts it, in
which court it will be heard and what powers are available to the judge.

Criminal cases are nearly always started by the state. The purpose of the triad is to decide
whether the defendant is guilty or not guilty. Quite often the defendant will plead guilty
admitting his or her guilt. When someone is found guilty or admits their guilt a punishment is
given. Thus criminal law is generally punitive. Besides prosecution, criminal law, by advertising
the possibility of penalty, aims to deter other people from committing similar crimes, warning
them of what will happen if they are tempted to break the law.

The objective of the criminal law is to protect the community. There are several different
types of crimes. For example, there are offences against the person such as assault; offences
against property such as theft; and offences against public order such as riot.

Solicitors at Work

The majority of those qualifying as a solicitor work in private practice in a solicitor's
firm, but there are other careers available and some newly qualified solicitors may go to work m
the Crown Prosecution Service or become advisors in local government or *'in-house' solicitors
for commercial or industrial firms.

Private solicitor's firms vary enormously from small "high-street" practices in towns
throughout England and Wales to the very large firms in London. The number of solicitors
working in each type of practice will also vary from one man known as a sole practitioner, to
hundreds of solicitors. One of the Urge t firms has over 200 partners and over a thousand
assistant solicitors. The work of these firms is equally varied. A small "high-street” firm will be a
general practice advising clients on a wide variety of topics, such as consumer problems,
housing problems, business matters and family problems. A solicitor working in such a practice
will spend some of his time interviewing client in his office and dealing with paperwork possibly
drafting a contract or drawing up a will or dealing with documents for the sale of houses or other
property or preparing papers for court.

Unlike solicitors, barristers can't form partnerships. They are self-employed working in
groups called chambers or practise at the Bar. There are about 9,000 practising barristers in over
400 chambers in England and Wales. Chambers are traditionally located in the four Inns of
Court in London — Gray's Inn, Lincoln's Inn, Middle Temple and Inner Temple — and are also
located in the UK regions, known as circuits. In addition, there are about 2,000 barristers
employed as in-house lawyers. The Bar is an advocacy profession. The Bar's right of audience
in the higher courts remains unchallenged. The work is divided equally between civil and
criminal law. There are over 70 specialist areas, including major ones like property, finance and
commerce. Barristers are governed by the Bar Council and the Inns of Court.

To become a judge the candidate must meet certain requirements laid down by an Act of
Parliament. One of them is the candidate must have practised as a lawyer or judge for a definite
period of time. There are also other requirements for specific judicial offices. The experience
gained as a judge in a lower court is one of the qualifications for appointment to a higher court.
Senior appointments to the Court of Appeal and the High Court are made by the Queen on the
recommendation of the Prime Minister, currently on the advice of the Lord Chancellor who is a
senior member of the government and head of the judicial system.
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Entering the Profession

Solicitors are controlled by their own professional, body called the Law Society. To
become a solicitor it is usual to have a law degree and then to take a one-year Legal Practice
Course. This is followed by a two-year training period, where the trainee solicitor works in a
firm of solicitors or for other organization such as the Crown Prosecution Service or local or
central government. During this two-year period he will be paid, though not at the same rate as a
fully qualified solicitor, and will do his own work supervised by a qualified solicitor: He will
also have to complete a Professional Skills Course, which gives training, in interviewing clients
and witnesses, negotiating, advocacy and business management including dealing with accounts.
Finally the trainee will be admitted as a solicitor by the Law Society and his name will be added
to the list of solicitors. Those who have a degree in another subject must take an extra one-year
course on law, called the Common Professional Examination, before going on to take the Legal
Practice Course. There is also a possible entry route which does not involve taking a degree first,
but this is only available to mature students and it takes longer to qualify by this route.
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In order to understand why a particular country has a particular legal system, it is
necessary to look at its history, political structure and social values. When there is a political and
social upheaval, one of the main concerns of a new government is to revise the legal system.
Britain has had an unusual degree of political continuity. Despite civil wars in the 15th and 17th
centuries and enormous social changes associated with industrialisation, England and Wales
have retained many laws and legal principles that originated eight centuries ago.

Each country in the world has its own system of law. However, it is generally true to say
that there are two main traditions of law in the world. One is based on English common law, and
has been adopted by most of the United States. The tradition, sometimes known as continental,
or Roman has developed in most of continental Europe, Latin America and many countries in
Asia and Africa which have been strongly influenced by Europe.
